We are contributing the money, they are contributing the mapping. Jim says that Eric should be more specific about this.

b. What are we going to do for mapping Potholes, Igar Halverson has time for Potholes basemap, done by summer. We should have the flying done now. Patrick will tell Pat to go fly. By the end of August we should have a basemap, who will map it. There won’t be any snow. Ask around to see who would be interested in doing it. Between now and the end of September we need to find some one and the price.

e. Funding Issues

i. Increase of Meet fees

1. Next year, should we increase epunch basic fee $1, this will increase members and non-members $2 per meet. This will be one more thing to encourage people to buy a punch.

a. What did we decide about having epunches for purchase at meets. Don and Doug still have ~10 available for $34.

b. Or by purchasing one when they join, with a money back option. We would give the person a free one for the day, when Jim gets the form he would mail the epunch to them.

c. We decided not to increase the fee for epunch this year, because we are increasing registration fee.

2. Start fee is also going up $1. 

3. Second Course epunch – second punch is free to those who want to (or have to) run a second course. 

4. ZIP start envelope – there needs to be a detach part to give to the rental epunch people. The tab confirms the course that they are on and goes to the finish.

a. Prices

i. 500 = 0.41

ii. 1000 = 0.29 or 0.28

iii. 1500 = 0.23 or 0.25

b. 1000 should last us about a season with a few left.

c. Eric move we order 1000 from the cheapest, Don seconded. Unanimous Effective September.

d. We will need some kind of box to put the envelopes in and a basket/container to shuttle the tabs

i. New shelters update – 2 new shelters, equal or better than the current white one. The bags are way better. Double zip side, double rollers, pouch to put the 4 zippable sides. There is still one in a box, not to be used until the last green one dies.

iii. Jim bought another atomic clock Sally will check to see if the two atomic clocks are in synch. The two clocks are located on top of the boxes. One is old and one is new. Bartells carries the clocks.

iv. New epunch battery for the computers. The capacity is bigger, 79amp hours. $168.70. We should be recharging the battery right after we use it.
