a. Mapping

i. A-Meet 2010 – Potholes

1. Mike will probably get to Potholes mapping about the end of Oct, beginnning of Nov, he will go to Sekani first.

2. Basemap – Payment to Pat Kelly, Jim suggests we pay Pat for the base map.  Figure out what we would pay another. Jim saw the Sekani map and what Pat has done for Potholes so far and thought that they looked good.  Agreed by club that it would be okay to pay him dependent on the results.

3. Jim sent out an email with reference to how much land is there, whole area is 6km. We don’t need to map the entire thing. Patrick and Mike will get together and determine what Patrick needs and therefore what Mike will map. They will talk before next board meeting.
