Map Sharing Policy between Sammamish Orienteering Club (SAMM) and Cascade Orienteering Club (COC)

1.  OWNERSHIP: Each club will maintain its own copyrighted map files.

2.  PERMISSION: Use of the other club’s map for a specific meet or educational purpose will require permission from the other club: the Map Coordinator for Sammamish Orienteering Club or the Mapping Committee Coordinator for Cascade Orienteering Club.  Permission will be given whenever possible when there is no conflict with the granting club’s planned meet schedule.  
3.  PAYMENT: Payment for use of maps will be as follows:

a.  For SAMM maps used during the WIOL/Winter O season: 

$.50 per public participant start.

b.  For SAMM or COC maps used for other meets the fee will be 

negotiated by the Map Coordinator for SAMM or the Mapping Committee Coordinator for COC.

c.  For educational purposes, there will be no fee.

4. FILE HANDLING: After approval has been granted, the appropriate map will be sent in OCAD format to the course setter from the granting club’s map file. This OCAD map will not be archived in the receiving club’s files.  The Purple Pen file of the event courses may be archived.

5. COMMON AREA: The joint area where St. Edward State Park is adjacent to Big Finn Hill Park between Holmes Point Drive NE and NE 138th Place will be allowed on both the SAMM Big Finn Hill map and the COC St. Edward State Park map. All other areas of map overlap will be removed from club map files.
